The United States Agency for International
Development (USAID) funds the Agriculture and Rural
Development Support project, hereinafter ARDS.
ARDS builds on USAID’s previous projects in Ukraine
and lessons learned by USAID/Ukraine, Ukrainian
partners, and other donors. Chemonics International,
Inc. implements ARDS, which began on September 7,
2016 and will end on July 30, 2020.

Background

ARDS was designed to support broad based, resilient
economic growth through a more inclusive,
competitive, and better governed agriculture that
provides attractive livelihoods in rural areas. ARDS
works both at the national and regional level, with a
special focus on rural development in southern and
eastern Ukraine. For its work in agriculture value
chains, ARDS is primarily focusing on dairy, fruits and
vegetables, and meat. In rural areas, ARDS has
flexibility to expand beyond agriculture into non-farm
related employment generation.

ARDS employs an inclusive market system approach.
The objective of inclusive market system development
is to catalyze a process that results in a market system
that is competitive—system actors are able to
effectively innovate, upgrade and add value to their
products and services to match market demand and
maintain or grow market share; inclusive—delivering a
sustainable flow of benefits to a range of actors,
including the poor and otherwise marginalized, as well
as to society as a whole; and resilient—system actors
are able to address, absorb and overcome shocks in

ARDS embraces the collaborating, learning, and
adapting (CLA) framework promoted by USAID. Across

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B. Situation Summary

State-owned assets in the agriculture sector
According to information of the State Property Fund of
Ukraine, there are about 1,800 enterprises in Ukraine’s
agriculture sector where the state has between 5% and
100% ownership stake. These enterprises report to the
Ministry of Agrarian Policy and Food (880 enterprises),
State Forestry Agency (340), Ukrainian Academy of
Agricultural Sciences (200), State Service for Food
Safety and Consumer Protection (110),
StateGeocadastre (110) and State Fishery Agency
(45).

Of the 1,800 SOEs, about 700 enterprises are formally
inactive and are included in the records only because
the liquidation process has not been formally
completed. The remaining 1,100 are considered
“active” but many of them do not perform real economic
activities, their assets have either been moved to other
legal entities (e.g., by court decisions) or they have
been declared bankrupt.

Overall, the current state of assets, debts, and real
situation of SOEs in the agriculture sector suggests that
only insignificant share of government-owned
enterprises in the agriculture sector are potentially of
interest to investors and should be subject to
privatization. Many of existing SOEs in the sector
should be simply liquidated/closed through any of the
existing procedures for the liquidation.

Legal and regulatory environment
Several special laws regulate SOEs in the agriculture
sector:

- “On the List of Objects of State Ownership that
are not Subject to Privatization”;

- “On State Regulation of Production and
Circulation of Spirit”;

- “On State Support to the Agriculture Sector”.

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establishes that several big SOEs in the agriculture
sector are included in the negative list for privatization.
Removal of these companies from the list require
parliamentary approval. The law “On State Regulation
of Production and Circulation of Spirit” establishes state
monopoly on the production of spirit. There were
several attempts to cancel this law in the last couple of
years but all these attempts failed. The law “On State
Support to the Agriculture Sector” determines that the
State Agrarian Fund has a regulatory function in the
sector that is performed through sales and purchases
of agricultural commodities to regulate prices.

Until recently, activities and privatization of SOEs in the
agriculture sector were also regulated by a special law:
“On Peculiarities of Privatization in the Agro-Industrial
Complex”. This law was cancelled with approval of new
privatization law by the Parliament in January 2018.
Cancellation of this law might simplify privatization
process in the agriculture sector.

In general, the privatization process in agriculture is not
different form the one in other sectors of the economy:
The Cabinet of Ministers determines what enterprises
should be privatized in a particular year by passing a
respective resolution, the Ministry of Agrarian Policy
and Food (MAPF) does the necessary paper-work and
passes enterprises to-be-privatized to the State
Property Fund and the State Property Fund puts the
enterprises for an action for privatization.

According to unconfirmed information, in 2015-2017
Cabinet of Ministers included about 120 SOEs in the
agricultural sector its annual lists of enterprises subject
to privatization; during this period MAPF completed the
process and transferred to the State Property Fund
about 20 SOEs.

Large enterprises and prospects for privatization
The largest enterprises in the agriculture sector
include:

a. State Food and Grain Corporation. This
corporation includes about 40 grain storage and
processing enterprises around Ukraine. The

corporation performs largely commercial functions for
grain storage and trade and serves as a government
agent in the sector. Current value of assets of the
enterprise is estimated at around USD 400 million.
However, in 2012 the State Food and Grain
Corporation borrowed USD 1.5 billion form a Chinese
state company under GOU guarantees. The contract
between the Corporation and the Chinese party include
clauses that prevent privatization or restructuring of the
company until the debt is repaid. An expert estimate is

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that the total value of the Corporation taking into
account the debt is negative at USD 1 billion and the
most likely way of its privatization is through some sort
of debt restructuring and sale to the Chinese party.
Current management of the State Food and Grain
Corporation is currently controlled by Igor Kononenko,
an MP close to President Poroshenko. Commercial
activities of the Corporation do not yield any significant
profits and is an asset that serves the interests of
current management and political and economic
groups that control it. Recently the State Property Fund
included the State Food and Grain Corporation in the
list of privatizations for 2018 and later promptly moved
it to 2019.

b. State Agrarian Fund. The enterprise exists as
a public joint-stock company that is 100% owned by the
government. It owns several large grain storage
elevators but the value of these assets is relatively
small. Activities of the Agrarian Fund are focused on
forward purchases of grain from farming companies
using budget funds and then sale of grain, flour, and
sugar on the domestic market. In this way the Fund
provides additional financing for farmers for spring field
works which is the main public value of activities of the
corporation.

Potential privatization value of the State Agrarian Fund
is insignificant. Main assets of the enterprise consist of
the stock of grain and sugar it owns and the financing
provided to the Fund by the state budget. It is unknown
which  political group currently controls the
management of the enterprise. However, the
management of the company has not changed for more
than two years. Recently the State Property Fund
included the State Agrarian Fund in the list of
privatizations for 2018 and subsequently promptly
moved it to 2019.

C. State Company UkrSpirit. The company was
created in 2010 through a merger of 40 state-owned
spirit-producing enterprises. It serves as a government
agent on the market of spirit and controls the
government monopoly on production of spirit. While
this function is supposed to bring significant profits,
financial records of the company are not impressive.
More than 50% of the spirit sold on the domestic market
is illegal (some estimates suggest that this share is
even higher — 60-70%).

Potential value of the company, if put through
privatization in the right way, is estimated at UAH 3-3.5
billion. However, its privatization requires that the
Verhovna Rada passes a special law. Attempt to pass
such a law in 2015 and 2016 failed. In addition, even if
the Verhovna Rada passes the law, its implementation
will require significant time and effort. Creation of the
company that started in 2010 has not been formally

A. Purpose

The purpose of this PEA is to provide USAID with a
deeper understanding of the situation than is contained
in the Situation Summary above. The contractor must
assess whether privatization of state owned assets in
agriculture is a vehicle to boost sector development. In
particular, the analysis is expected to consider possible
approaches for donor assistance to help increase
transparency and efficiency of state owned assets
management.
