IA. OBJECTIVE

AGRO anticipates issuing subawards to promote
economic growth of MSMEs in the animal and poultry
(except for chicken) production sector, and respectively
improve well-being of rural communities in Ukraine by
creating a more competitive environment and
extending businesses.

The objective of the subaward is to facilitate MSMEs’
access to modern consultancy, technology, veterinary
and zootechnical services, create conditions to ensure
compliance with the product traceability and safety
standards, etc., which will promote the increase in
production and sales volumes based on international
quality and safety standards, introduction of
international practices of bio-safety and mitigating
negative environmental impact. Definitions of MSMEs
can be found in Annex F of this RFA.

One of the key tools to achieve the subaward objective
will be introduction of new services aimed at supporting
the development and enhancing efficiency of domestic
animals and poultry (except for chicken) rearing, raising
the productivity thereof, prevention of diseases,
improving biosafety in the animal breeding areas and
ensure environmental protection in the areas of animal
and poultry production.

1200 MSMEs received professional veterinary services
and consultations on using high-quality inputs,
including feeding stuff, and advanced techniques of
domestic animals and poultry (except for chicken)
breeding, and raising the livestock farming efficiency:

Subaward applications that demonstrate the most
innovative and creative approach to establishing and
organizing activities of the veterinary consulting and
zootechnical services centers and have the most
significant impact on development of animal and
poultry production sector in respective oblasts of
Ukraine, will have a higher score in the subaward
selection process.

ID. AUTHORITY/GOVERNING REGULATIONS

AGRO subawards are made under the authority of the
U.S. Foreign Assistance Act of 1961, as amended.
Subawards made to non-U.S. organizations will adhere
to guidance provided under ADS Chapter 303, “Grants
and Cooperative Agreements to Non-Governmental
Organizations” and will be within the terms of the
USAID Standard Provisions as linked in the annexes,
as well as AGRO’s subaward procedures laid out in the
subawards and contracts manual.
