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23. General - If any clause of this PO is held as a matter of law
to be unenforceable or unconscionable, the remainder of
this PO shall be enforceable without such clause. This PO
supersedes and replaces any previous documents,
correspondence, conversations, or other oral or written
understandings between DAI and Vendor related to the
subject hereof. This PO cannot be amended, changed, or
modified in any respect unless each such, amendment,
change, or modification shall have been agreed upon in
writing, signed and delivered by each party hereto.

24. Exclusion of Damages - DAl shall not be liable for any
consequential, punitive, exemplary, special or other indirect
damages, in contract, tort or otherwise in any action arising
out of this PO. DAI will not be liable for any amount in
excess of the amounts paid or payable to Vendor
hereunder.

25. Employee Whistleblower Protections - This clause does
NOT apply if (i) the Prime Award as identified on the first
page of this PO is “Contract” AND (i) the PO's total value is
less than USD 150,000.

This clause requires the vendor to (1) Inform its employees working
under this award in the predominant native language of the
workforce that they are afforded the employee whistleblower rights
and protections provided under 41 U.S.C. 8§ 4712; and (2) Include
such requirement in any subaward or subcontract made under this
award.

Accountability Office; (4) A Federal employee responsible for contract
or grant oversight or management at the relevant agency; (5) A U.S.
court or grand jury; or, (6) A management official or other employee
of the vendor who has the responsibility to investigate, discover, or
address misconduct.
