5. Tender details

The following is the information required to be considered
a responsive tender:

5.1 Cover letter: All tenders without exception must include
a cover letter using Annex 1 as a basis. The cover letter
includes the Vendor’'s/Subcontractor's declaration and
must include all documentation necessary for Chemonics
to do its due diligence process. The declaration must be
signed by an authorised representative of the company.
Chemonics reserves the right to request additional
documentation as part of its due diligence.

5.2. Specifications: Volume 3 contains the technical
specifications for this tender. Tenderers are requested to
provide per-unit quotations containing the information in
Volume 3 on official company letterhead or official
quotation format.
