Background:

The World Food Programme (WFP) is the world's largest humanitarian agency fighting hunger
worldwide, delivering food assistance in emergencies and working with communities to improve
nutrition and build resilience. Each year, WFP assists some 128 million people in around 120
countries.

From 2022-2024, WFP is supporting more than 1 million people in Ukraine every month, providing
bread, rapid response rations, 30-day rations, infant cereal, and institutional feeding. In-kind
assistance is designed to serve people living in hard-to-reach areas where markets are inaccessible
due to ongoing hostilities, damaged infrastructure, mine contamination, or limited power supply.

DESCRIPTION OF THE REQUIREMENT:

World Food Programme Ukraine is inviting competent and financially stable business entities that
have the expertise, capability, and experience to provide inspection services in food storage
facilities at the following warehouses within Ukraine: Dnipro, Kropyvnytskyi, Kyiv, Lviv and Odesa.

Warehouse inspection services include inspection of trucks during loading to ensure fitness and
cleanliness, examination of commodities entering and leaving the warehouse, monitor repackaging
of reconditioned stocks, regular inspection of commodities under storage, monitoring cleanliness
and hygiene of kitting lines to ensure compliance with essential HACCP protocol; ensure cleanliness
in warehouses and appropriate waste disposal.

Below are the minimum requirements:

1. Certificate of opening a bank account.

2. Completed WFP Transport and Logistics Services questionnaire.

3. Financial statements of the commercial organization for at least the last 2-3 years (2021, 2022
and 2023) or confirmation of providing such statements within one month (including bank
statements).

4, Certificate of state registration of a commercial organization.

5. Extract from the Unified Register of Legal Entities.

6. Certificate of registration of an enterprise that is a taxpayer (with VAT).

7. Certificate of payment of income tax for the last three years.

8. A valid business license.

9. Company charter.

10. Letters of recommendation from three existing clients.

11. A letter of interest clearly specifying the physical address of the business.

12. Evidence of international certification and accreditation, 1SO certificate, GAFTA, etc.
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Important Notice

Companies interested in participating in the EOI process should forward their documents to UN
WFP Ukraine: by email to ukraine.logisticscontracting@wfp.org and use the same for any queries.
In responding to this EOI, submissions must be clearly labelled “Request for expression of interest
to provide inspection services in warehouses” and submitted no later than 18:00 on 24.04.2024.

WFP may decide to convene a meeting with selected companies/applicants to verify provided
information against the scope of the services required by WFP.

This EOI does not constitute a solicitation. WFP reserves the right to change or cancel the
requirements at any time during this EOl. WFP also reserves the right to disregard an interested
company/applicant from further consideration if the company/applicant is not deemed to conform
to the above conditions. Thus, submitting a reply to this EOI does not automatically guarantee that
the request will be considered for the roster of WFP service providers and be eligible to provide the
required logistics services.
