1. Background

The USAID Cybersecurity for Critical Infrastructure in Ukraine Activity began in May 2020. USAID
Cybersecurity for Critical Infrastructure in Ukraine Activity is a program funded by USAID and
implemented by DAI. The overall goal of the Activity is to reduce and potentially eliminate cybersecurity
vulnerabilities in CI and to transform Ukraine from a compromised, reactive cybersecurity actor to a
proactive cybersecurity leader.

Over the five-year period of performance, the Activity will increase resilience and build capacity to prevent,
detect, and respond to cyberattacks against CI in Ukraine. The Activity will accomplish this goal through
the pursuit of three strategic objectives (SOs):

e SO1: Create a safe and trusted environment to accelerate the development of people, processes,
and technology in support of cybersecurity across CI sectors and assets in Ukraine.

e SO2: Strengthen Ukraine as a sovereign nation built on a secure, protected, and dynamic economy,
supported by a talented pool of human capital.

e SO03: Stimulate demand for and supply of Ukrainian cybersecurity solutions and service providers
to empower, equip, and finance cybersecurity entrepreneurs and businesses.

The Activity is organized into three components. Activity tasks are highly interdependent and mutually
reinforcing.

Component 1: Strengthening the cybersecurity enabling environment

This component will strengthen the cybersecurity resilience of Ukraine’s CI sectors by addressing
legislative gaps, promoting good governance, enabling collaboration between stakeholders, and supporting
cybersecurity institutions. This component will also build the technical capacity of key sectors through
increased access to cybersecurity technology and equipment.

Component 2: Developing Ukraine’s cybersecurity workforce

This component of the Activity will address workforce gaps through interventions that develop new
cybersecurity talent and build the capacity of existing talent. These interventions will address the entire
workforce pipeline, the quality of education received by cybersecurity specialists, and industry training
programs to rapidly upskill Ukraine’s workforce to respond to immediate cybersecurity vulnerabilities.

Component 3: Building a resilient cybersecurity industry

A growing cybersecurity industry in Ukraine will contribute directly to national security and prosperity.
This component will seek to build trust and collaboration between the public and private sector to develop
innovative solutions for future cybersecurity challenges; spur investment and growth in the broader
cybersecurity market in Ukraine through greater access to financing; support smaller cybersecurity
companies to rapidly increase the number of local cybersecurity service providers; and offer mechanisms
for Ukrainian firms to connect with industry partners to enable better access to innovations and business
opportunities.

2. Context

The cybersecurity of the government and Cls largely depends on the security of the personal devices used
by servants. This security is provided by various endpoint security solutions that ensure the cybersecurity
of the government's daily operations. EDR's solutions protect the government's digital infrastructure (or
Cls digital infrastructure) as well as critical data stored on personal devices, which have been widely used
in the current remote work environment since the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic. These solutions
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also provide comprehensive protection against basic and advanced threats to incoming and outgoing emails
(e.g., anti-spam, anti-phishing, anti-malware, anti-data leakage, encryption).

EXtended Detection and Response (XDR) is a cybersecurity strategy that, distinct from its predecessor
(EDR - Endpoint Detection and Response), consolidates threat data from a broad array of previously
isolated security systems and devices, laying the foundation for a comprehensive technological stack of the
organization's robust cybersecurity. The XDR methodology enhances the speed and efficiency of threat
detection, response, and incident investigation.

XDR systems can consolidate threat and anomaly data from diverse devices and platforms, including but
not limited to: firewalls, email security mechanisms, web application security systems, endpoints and
servers, and cloud-based solutions.

Leveraging advanced analytics, these systems consolidate this data, offering an integrated perspective on
the attack, presenting a unified threat overview even when multiple attack avenues are at play. This
consolidated approach bolsters cyber defense, facilitating a more adept response to multifaceted threats.

The purpose of the project is to deploy an XDR-class solution to protect endpoints and servers of
government agencies (GAs) and critical infrastructure facilities (CIFs).

3. Objectives

The Activity aims to procure and deliver subscriptions for XDR services and products to protect endpoints
and servers of 14 government agencies and critical infrastructure facilities. This will include:

e Implementation and configuration XDR software on employee’s workstations and servers
e Implementation and configuration XDR console in cloud and on-premises

4. Tasks

DAI/CClI is looking for a qualified Vendor to supply 14 government agencies with EDR-services and
products (based on the technical specification in the Attachment B) and perform implementation works.

It is expected that, based on the knowledge and skills acquired through practical
interaction with the contractor, at least 97% of the total number of software agents will be
installed by recipient specialists within one year from the delivery of EDR solutions.

- Providing technical advice to the recipient's team of technical specialists during their independent
installation and connection (to the central part of the solution) of software agents.

- Development of instructions for the recipient's technical staff on how to work with the solutions.
